Point Line Area

through without
ducking your head? 

Are the plants shrubs? 

Are more than 4⁄5 (80%) of the shrubs
important wildlife plants? 

The habitat is a 
wildlife hedge

Are the gaps paths
for people to walk

through? 

The habitat is 
bushes

Are more than 4⁄5 (80%) of the shrubs
important wildlife plants? 

The habitat is 
scrub

Use the Trees Flowchart or Flowers and
Food Flowchart instead (depending on

what type of plants you have). Or move to
a different area of hedges and bushes. 

The habitat is heathland

Are more than ¼ (25%)
of the shrubs 

heathland plants?
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
